MORE ABOUT THE SHOW...

This show has grown out of my desire to continue to express my songs in a unique
way be creating a context to tell the story of the song. I had been working on several
disparate contexts and trying to “smush” them all together. When I took them to a
workshop — I got very clear feedback that I needed some method of tying all the
disparate themes together.

In the same workshop I was writing feedback for a beautiful actress who was
working on a performance piece with a lot of various modes of presentation. I wrote
down, ‘OK, youve broken out of the actress box’then she would switch to a new mode
and I wrote, ‘OK - now you've blasted through the typical singer box’; and then as I saw her
move effortlessly through other modes of expression, I wrote down, ‘We are running out
of Boxes here!’

Late that night I couldn’t get that phrase out of my head and then I realized I might
have a way to present lots of different contexts from one overarching mode of
presentation. I pictured a stage full of boxes and as I opened each one, well, the
possibilities were endless!

The rest was really a sort of creative puzzle which I relish! There were some good
challenges and some mis-steps where I had to go back and really find the right approach

and sequence. I hope to be able to perform this show many times!
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
